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Course Description:


Second of a three-term intermediate, multimedia course. Concentration is on speaking, listening comprehension, reading and writing.  Explores cultural differences among Spanish-speaking countries and between the latter and European-American culture

· life in the cities and towns of Latin America and Spain,

· identify and analyze, in English, some Latin American or Spanish cultural practices with respect to home life and the types of living quarters, (CL1)                
· discuss, in English, the conflict between development and ecology in Latin America and how cultural values and beliefs affect this conflict, (CL1)

· discuss city life in a Spanish-speaking country and contrast it with small-town life in that country;
· use correctly and in context
· formal and informal commands,

· the present subjunctive with verbs of will and influence.
