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Course Description:  

Students write headlines, lay out pages and use Adobe InDesign software in a lab producing the weekly student newspaper, The Clackamas Print.  

Course Objectives:  

Foster teamwork in planning, designing and preparing a newspaper for distribution. (AL1; AL2; WR1, WR2) Teach journalism ethics, including libel and fair use. (AL2; IL5) Introduce Associated Press Style and editing techniques, including headline and caption writing. (AL1; WR1) Demonstrate how to use Adobe Photoshop and Adobe InDesign in creating publications. Prepare students to make deadlines.
