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Course Description:

Study of significant plays and sonnets.  Selected comedies, histories, tragedies, and romances covered each term.  

Course Objectives:

To study some sonnets and four or five important plays, including comedies, histories, and tragedies.  Study of these works and attention to Shakespeare’s life and times will provide insight into Shakespeare’s worth as a dramatist and poet, as well as providing a lens for viewing their own lives and the world.  Plays offered in one course will not be repeated in the others.

demonstrate familiarity with several critical interpretations of Shakespeare’s work and with the ideas of the Elizabethan and early Jacobean periods. (AL 1)

make independent critical judgments about Shakespearean works. (AL 1)
7.
creatively connect Shakespeare’s work to their own lives and to the world. (AL 2)

The major topics are the same for each class in the sequence but are based on different readings.  The readings vary among instructors, but generally each quarter covers five texts, chosen from the major comedies, histories, tragedies, and romances, as well as the sonnets.

Response to and evaluation of staged productions of Shakespeare’s plays.

7.
Problems of reading Renaissance English, both silently and aloud.

8.
Tracing of verbal patterns and explication of figurative language within the plays.

9.
Development and presentation of insights about the literary texts.

10.
Connections between the plays and both modern times and the students’ lives.
