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Course Description:

Examines ways women and men are different and similar in their communication behaviors. Traditions, myths, social roles and current issues are discussed.

Course Objectives:

Using theoretical perspective, this course compares and contrasts the types of communication behaviors and patterns people exhibit according to their gender. We will explore myths, sex-role stereotypes, current issues, values, and beliefs that influence relationships among and between the sexes (AL1, AL2, CL1). Through reading, listening, discussion, written assignments, theoretical concepts and skill-building exercises, students will analyze elements that shape gender communication including: perception and language, nonverbal versus verbal communication, mass communication outlets and deep-structure institutions such as family, education, business, religion and politics (CL1,  AL1, AL2). 

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of the course, students should be able to do the following:

1. Identify their strengths and weaknesses in the communication process to become more effective interlocutors within the genders (AL1), (AL2), (CL1).

2. Compare and contrast effective listening habits in gender communication (AL1).

3. Explain and interpret the influence of how societal stereotyping affects their communication perceptions and behaviors between the sexes (AL1),(AL2), (CL1).

4. Describe and identify the stages of forming, developing, and maintaining relationships as well as how relationships deteriorate (SP3), (AL1), (AL2).

5. Compare and contrast differences between verbal and nonverbal communication and the impact of both within gender (AL2).

6. Explain and interpret the rippling influence and impact of deep structured institutions such as media, family, education, religion, business and cultural events on gender behavior in and between women and men (CL1), (AL1), (AL2).
