· Introduce the social historical development of post-industrial societies and the


impact on various social institutions, i.e., economy, government, education,

 
family.

· Critically analyze the function and various uses of mass technology in personal


and public arenas and the impact on individuals and institutions.

· Explore of various theories, perspectives and approaches to the current

issues of how electronic data collection and surveillance has impacted the traditional concepts of freedom and privacy.

· Investigation of the challenges to ideas of legal jurisdiction, ownership, intellectual property, and the impact of the trans-national character of the internet on traditional nation and corporate based behavioral control techniques.

· Various social issues related to family, education, work, health care, sexuality, and political and economic status, and how each of these is affected by surveillance and data collection techniques.
· The interplay between the growth of mass technology and data collection and a variety of areas of cultural expression.
