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Course Description:

Course will examine and analyze the position of women in society and critically explore social issues relevant to women’s lives and feminism historically and in the present/future.  Topics include: family, education, work, health care, sexuality, and political/economic status.

Course Objectives:

This course is intended to:

· Introduce the development of women’s studies as a discipline and feminism as a social movement.

· Explore  the varying feminist concepts, approaches and theories to the study of women across race, ethnicity, class, age, sexual orientation, geography and/or disability.
· Illustrate the diverse experiences and histories of women from a national and international perspective.   
· Present and discuss different social issues associated with women’s positions within and across societies, historically and in the future, and women’s response individually and collectively to these issues.
