Learn to write uniquely and powerfully about food, from reviews to memoir and personal narrative.  

Course Objectives:  
· To introduce students to a variety of food literature.

· To guide students in analyzing food literature and applying its techniques to their own writing.

· To assign students a variety of writing topics and genres related to food.

· To teach drafting, revising, editing, and critiquing techniques.

· To explore food from the seemingly mundane daily meals to food’s political, cultural, and global roles.  

· To teach students to conduct library research.

· Understand, discuss, and analyze a variety of food literature.

· Apply professional food writing techniques in their own writing. 

· Write in a variety of food topics and genres.  

· Draft, revise, and edit their own and others’ work.

· Analyze food’s seemingly mundane daily role, as well as its broader political, cultural,  global, and ethical implications. 

· Incorporate research into their creative work.

· Use their new knowledge of food and food literature to enhance their appreciation of the world’s diversity and enrich their lives.

In addition to a broad range of readings and discussions, students will write assignments such as:

· Recipe (head notes, conventions, accurate directions, side panel)
· Food Review (description and evaluation of a restaurant, meal, appliance, or tool)
· Food Report (research into a food issue (additives) or product (soy burgers))
· Food Narrative or Memoir (personal story related to food)
· Review of a food book or film.

· Interview (Q&A with an eater; establish audience’s interest in this eater and compose questions with audience in mind)

· Health/Diet related article.
