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Course Description:

This course introduces the language necessary to function in day-to-day American society at multiple levels. Speaking, listening, grammar, reading, and writing are taught in the contexts of work, family, and community.  Instruction will be tailored to individual students’ skill levels in the different skill areas addressed.
Course Objectives:
This class will:

· present new vocabulary and phrases and demonstrate their use;

· present conversations in English and focus on listening for specific information;

· provide opportunities for speaking and listening practice through role play, pair work, and group work;

· teach students to ask and answer questions;

· model correct use of English;

· present grammatical structures for speaking and writing;

· present  methods for improving reading skills and comprehension;

· facilitate learning to read and write in English from sound/symbol correspondence to short, simplified narratives;

· present sentence patterns;

· present capitalization and punctuation patterns;

· present spelling rules;

· introduce commonly used connecting words;

· teach students to write topic, supporting, and concluding sentences;

· introduce paragraph structure and revision.

· describe a sequence of events on a topic related to one’s personal life.

SPL 4-8 (Level 3)
· ask for clarification;

· ask and answer questions in conversations based on the major topic outline;

· describe pictures or experiences related to topics listed in the major topic outline;

· give advice;

· participate successfully in role-plays;

· express opinions and preferences.

· demonstrate comprehension of questions about limited personal information, such as name, country of origin, phone number, address, date of birth, Social Security number;

· demonstrate comprehension of basic commands through physical action and following directions;

· demonstrate comprehension of simple words in the context of everyday situations;

· demonstrate comprehension of simple questions such as:  What’s your name?  Where do you live?  What’s your address?  What’s your birth date? How much is it?  Where is it?

· demonstrate comprehension of simple questions and answers, statements, and face-to-face conversations containing some unfamiliar vocabulary;

· recognize words that signal differences between present and past time;

· demonstrate comprehension of question words:  what, when, where, why, who, how.

· demonstrate understanding of conversations related to the topics on the major  topic outline on the supplemental audio materials and with other students;
· demonstrate understanding of instructions, interviews, answering machine messages, TV shows, news reports, and informational presentations

· participate in oral reading.

· practice reading skills:  phoneme awareness, decoding skills, previewing, identifying the main idea and supporting details, scanning;

· practice oral reading;

· practice alphabetization skills.

FWA 2 (Level 3)
· practice the following reading skills: previewing, identifying main idea and supporting details, scanning;

· write topic, supporting, and concluding sentences;

· recognize paragraph structure;

· use a dictionary effectively;

· develop independent reading skills;

· demonstrate correct usage of capitalization and punctuation rules, including quoted speech

· practice using context clues to guess the meaning of words;

· recognize and use prefixes and suffixes;

· recognize and practice writing with three basic sentence patterns (subject-verb, s-v-object, s-v-complement with noun or adjective complements);

· recognize word forms and families;

· recognize and use FANBOYS, commonly used subordinating words, and transition words;

· recognize and write using dependent and independent clauses;

All students will

· practice new vocabulary;

· demonstrate understanding of vocabulary through Total Physical Response (TPR), cooperative learning techniques, pair work and group work;

· guess the meaning of words from context clues;

· practice oral reading;

· be introduced to a variety of resources in the CCC library or other site libraries as available;

· practice grammatical structures in writing;

· recognize and use spelling rules;

· recognize and use commonly used connecting words;

· receive feedback about their reading skills in various ways (quizzes, exams, informal assessments);

· receive feedback on written work.

Interpersonal Skills

· interact with others;

· work cooperatively in pairs or small groups to practice and review previously learned knowledge, resolve grammatical problem areas and edit text;

· assist others who may be having difficulty comprehending or performing a task;

· provide positive feedback to others after the completion of a task.

Decision Making Skills

· determine which tenses to use in compound sentences to accurately convey  the intended time relationships;

· identify time relationships in sentences having more than one tense;

· develop text editing strategies.

Lifelong Learning Skills

· monitor the accuracy of use of grammatical forms in daily communication;

· modify conversational output;

· edit writing;

· use computer programs to improve areas of grammatical weakness.
