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Course Description:  

This course introduces the student to photojournalism, emphasizing composition, lighting and creative ways to illustrate a news story through weekly shooting assignments.

Course Objectives:  

Understand the techniques for capturing a story using photographs. Apply journalism ethics. Master digital camera operation and creative editing techniques.  Interact with sources. Practice the rights and responsibilities of photographers in a democracy.  Participate in creative assignments in the field. 

Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Analyze the changes in photojournalism over time, including the study of historical figures in the profession the impact of the digital age on photojournalism. (AL2) 

2. Study the early aesthetic traditions of news photography and how they have changed over time. 

3. Foster creative individual expression via critical analysis of photojournalism. 

4. Creatively produce photographs using an adjustable camera to craft images that tell a story. (AL1) 

5. Explore the conventions and techniques of contemporary professional photography. 

6. Upload digital images to a computer and successful edit photographs. 

7. Choose appropriate camera settings, including aperture and shutter speed.

8. Creative a photo essay. (AL1) 

9. Explore the conventions of contemporary news photography and critically analyze the ethical issues that face news photographers in the digital age at a local, national and international level. (AL2) 

10. Critically analyze current news photography in local, national and international media, both online and in print, and evaluate them for quality and balance. (AL2) 

11. Evaluate the laws of libel and copyright and apply them to works in progress as well as to published materials.
