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Course Description:

This course provides students with hands-on training in news reporting for the Internet, including writing, blogging, podcasting, digital photography and audio slides shows.

Course Objectives:
Explore news writing for the Web. Conduct interviews, synthesize information and write compelling news stories for broadcast in print and online. Demonstrate the techniques used for capturing a story and photographs for the Internet, including audio slide shows, podcasts and blogs. Capture audio interviews and edit them using digital software. Foster an understanding of journalism ethics in the digital age.  Apply knowledge of Associated Press Style and editing techniques. Interact with sources and accurately retell their stories. 
Student Learning Outcomes:

After successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. Analyze the change in journalism over time, including the study of historical figures in the profession to the emergence of online journalism in the digital age.
2. Engage in the practice of digital journalism, including conducting interviews, performing research and compiling information for publication or broadcast that will help the writer and his readers engage in the world around them.
3. Arrange and conduct digitally recorded interviews with sources.
4. Post a self-produced audio interview or story (podcast) to the Internet. (AL1)
5. Explore the conventions and techniques of multimedia reporting, including storytelling, digital photography, podcasts and audio slideshows within local and global frameworks. (AL2)
6. Creatively compose, shoot and edit digital photographs. (AL1)
7. Research, collect and evaluate information for use in journalism stories.
8. Creatively produce and audio slideshow uisng recorded interviews, voiceovers and digital photographs. (AL1)
9. Critically analyze ethical journalism on Web and evaluate them for content, aesthetics and quality, locally, nationally and internationally in various media, including print, online audio, and other multimedia. (AL2)

10. Craft compatible text and visual elements for an online news story. (AL1)

11. Critically evaluate the laws of libel and copyright and apply them to works in progress as well as to published materials.
