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Course Description:

This course applies filmmaking skills to the production of a short film from a written script.  

Course Objectives:

This course will require students to use skills learned in DMC-264 Digital Filmmaking in the adaptation of a written script into a short film. These skills will include on location script supervision, production management, dramatic interpretation of written work, shooting and lighting techniques, and editing.  The writing component of the course asks students to continually revise a written script to better suit a production and to analyze their understanding of screenwriting adaptation via reflective essays.

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

1. supervise a working script.

2. plan and manage a film production to its final cut.

3. follow and revise a shooting schedule.


4. translate written descriptions into video camera operation by way of utilizing mise 

en scene and proper lighting.

5. shoot scenes according to camera position instead of chronological sequencing.

6. edit raw footage into a finished film.

7. illustrate a historical and cultural understanding of the filmmaking process and 

stylistic intent via a written reflective essays. (AL2)

8. apply historically established filmmaking techniques such as established

cinematography styles to the creation of a short film. (AL1)
