Unfinished Business:

1. Establish Rotating Outline Review/Support Subcommittee

New Business:

1. Dual Course numbers on outline

Departments have dual/joint numbered courses for student financial and transfer needs.  When joint courses occur between departments, communication is imperative for maintaining the outline.  The following motion was made:  anytime two courses share the same content, they can share the same outline.  This would allow for both course numbers to appear on the outline.

2. Whether computer competency remain a requirement at CCC.

They cannot take the test online, they can only take it in person at the college.
