Summary:  Curriculum Office gives first review to all course outlines.  If unsubstantial, the Curriculum Office will accept the changes and post current outline  If changes are substantial, outline will next go to Review Committee/Curriculum Committee.  Curriculum Office will create the outline changes in Word with track changes for ease of review for what’s changed.  Trial period to last 3-6 months.  Also during the interim, a folder will be created showing all the minor/unsubstantial outline changes determined by the Curriculum Office and this folder will be posted to the Committee’s meeting website.  
Clarified:  The outline course description MUST be the description that is used for State approval, the catalog, the schedule and in Datatel.
