Course Description:

For non-majors and music majors.  Introduction and study of common “big-band” and small-group jazz styles.  This is the first year of a two-year course of study that includes performance, improvisation, musical arranging and writing, study of common styles and practices of historically and culturally significant jazz artists, and study of historical issues related to the development and performance of jazz music. Provides a thorough groundwork in the fundamental ideas and practices of jazz music and jazz ensemble performance.  May be repeated for up to 8 credits.

1. display the basic skills necessary to perform in a creative music ensemble, (AL1)

2. engage in focused, active and reactive listening and critical analysis of jazz music from different historical style periods; (AL2)

4. plan and execute jazz-related performances, simple musical arrangements and/or compositions; (AL1)

5. critique others’ musical performances, (AL2)

6. analyze the musical boundaries and values of a given historical jazz style period and engage in creating his/her own interpretation in the jazz style. (AL2)
