Course Description:
Present and practice verb tenses (simple present, simple past, and present progressive), adverbs of frequency, articles, and nouns in written and spoken English.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:
1. recognize and apply knowledge of basic grammar and common usage, 
2. use basic grammar structures and parts of speech to construct simple sentences, (affirmative and negative) and questions with respect to:
a. verb tenses (simple present, present progressive, simple past),
b. articles and quantifiers (a, an, some, any),
c. nouns (count/non-count, there is/there are, how much/how many),
3. recognize grammatical markers that affect meaning (-ing, past tense -ed, 3rd person singular -s),
4. demonstrate understanding of  the meaning of common contractions (e.g., ‘s, ‘m, ‘re),
5. produce understandable words and phrases with respect to:

a. final -s sounds: /s/, /z/, and /Iz/,
b. final –ed sounds: /t/, /d/, and /Id/,
c. contractions and common linked sounds as modeled (e.g., “He’s here.”),
6. recognize and reproduce  intonation for yes/no and WH questions,
7. apply grammatical knowledge to monitor and modify own use of grammatical forms in everyday oral communication,
8. edit text, 
9. identify own areas of grammatical strength and weakness.
