Introductory course for students to gain understanding and skills in the area of planning landscape garden areas, including drawing skills to express ornamental garden schemes.

1. describe tools of drafting and how they relate to design work,
2. create a Site Inventory Checklist used to draft a design,
3. describe the required items on a drafted design to be used by a contractor,
4. illustrate design basics of texture, form, color in landscape in hardscape and plants;
5. create a basic plant list of needled evergreens, broadleaf evergreens and deciduous plants;
6. produce a design with garden features (trellises, decks, fencing, water feature, annuals, perennials);
7. produce a cost estimate of the work to be completed.

Week 1:

1. Class introductions of both teacher and students and their ‘design problems’

2. What do you want your garden to be? What ‘style’ are you?

3. The design process overview – Site Analysis

4. Discussion of Site Inventory / Checklist

5. Discussion of how to measure the garden

6. Create a ‘statement’ of the project you will work on (statement of its ‘style’ or statement of desired overall ‘feel’ you wish to accomplish)

7. Where do we get our design inspirations? (explore in class)

8. Discussion of photos to take and project to accomplish by next class

Week 2: 

1. Function of front back and side yards.

2. The Basic Plan and its ‘Problem Areas’

3. Shapes in the Garden

4. Planting Design – shape of plants, color, texture, form

5. Symbols used for the Plan

6. Create a Plant List – on site (existing) and future

7. Explore individual photos and concepts for individual designs, answer questions

8. Explore microclimates

9. Sun shade issues

10. Water management / run off

11. Soils

12. Structural materials used in hardscapes

13. Design specifics: walls, fences, gates, paving, water in the garden, art in the garden

14. Discussion of plant materials, small trees in the landscape, essential green plants, seasons of change

Week 3

1. Discussion of perennials, color in the garden, cutting garden, roses in the landscape

2. Pull individual garden together (students finish design at home)

3. Answer questions

4. Furnishing the garden, pergolas, trellises, arbors

5. Continued discussion of plants and their properties for specific uses

6. Water features, pots, annuals, garden furniture

Week 4:

1. Final touches of student’s plans.  Time for questions, help with plan

2. Turn in garden design, plant list, cost estimate
