5. Related Instruction—Bill Briare
Note:  To see Clackamas’ list of Related Instruction courses that was a part of this discussion, please look at p.21 of the current catalog.  
Related Instruction is required in all AAS degrees, AGS degrees, and certificates above 45 credits.  Related Instruction is composed of Computation, Communication and Human Relations requirement areas.  Curriculum Committee ensures the ISP’s Related Instruction requirements are met.  Not every college identifies their Related Instruction courses with a list.  The decision of which courses fit the criteria for inclusion on p.21 of the catalog has always been up to departments.  Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU, our accreditation organization) doesn’t require us to have a list but they will check to be sure if the intent of the courses that satisfy Related Instruction is right.  They expect every program to be able to identify the Related Instruction in their programs and that also their advisory committees have agreed to those choices.

Bill will lead a subcommittee that will review our Related Instruction process and courses currently showing on that list.
