V. New Business

New Courses—Jackie Flowers
1. PS-200  INTRODUCTION TO POLITICAL SCIENCE

We do not have an introductory political science course.  Students have been taking the political 


science courses and finding often that they are a little lost as to what the whole genre of political science 


is and what is going on.  PSU and UO have these similar courses.  Mt Hood’s course, PS 200 transfers.

2. Discussion:  New course review process—David Miller
New courses are getting lost in the review process and review is being delayed.
Decision up for discussion:  1) to have a separate “A” team to triage/prescreen the new course outline or 2) send to current team and telling them to give it top priority review.   Straw poll of committee showed the majority were in favor of keeping new courses with their current review teams reviewing the prefix, with the added information sent to them that this is a new course, has high priority and that there needs to be a quick turn around time. New courses will be reviewed first/before outline reviews.
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
