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Course Description:

Designed to qualify students to perform drug testing collections under U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations.  The final examination will include a demonstration of collection proficiency. Specimen management, adulteration and quality assessment will be addressed. The course is required for Clinical Laboratory Assistant program students.

1. discuss, describe and demonstrate screener requirements, collector qualifications and responsibilities;
2. demonstrate knowledge of DOT Website and other informational sites,
3. demonstrate and illustrate DOT collection laboratory requirements,
4. demonstrate knowledge of DOT collection sites, forms, and supply requirements;
5. demonstrate knowledge of DOT collection site preparation,
6. illustrate correct DOT collection procedures for: 

a. routine Collections,
b. out of range temperature,
c. shy bladder,
d. refusal to sign;
7. demonstrate the aspects of and correct procedure to fill out the DOT CCF and the proper method of handling the form after collection,
8. demonstrate knowledge of key terminology in the DOT regulated collection,
9. discuss and determine the physical aspects of normal urine, color, clarity, specific gravity, and odor as related to the detection of adulterants; 

10. discuss and determine collection and specimen quality assurance to insure specimen integrity,
11. demonstrate knowledge of federal agencies and the specific requirements for each in relation to the DOT requirements,
12. compare and evaluate the difference between observed and monitored collections.
