Includes origination or repair of automotive art, murals, lettering, logos, etc.  Techniques may be applied to signage and manicurist projects.  Topics include airbrush selection and maintenance, layouts and masking, colors and blending.

1. disassemble, repair, and reassemble a modern, dual-action airbrush;
2. design and produce stencils, shields, and masks;

3. select products appropriate for both the surface and intended effect,

5. use an airbrush to render designs on a variety of surfaces.

Major Topic Outline:

1. Description of course, determination of personal interests, lecture on safety procedures, brief lecture on paint products and compatibility.

2. Airbrush construction and assembly.  Hands-on disassembly, inspection and assembly,
including critical thread-sealing, needle straightening, deburring, polishing, etc.  
Explanation of airbrush controls and a short period in shop to test results.
3. Structured individual familiarity with airbrush.  Emphasis on double-action controls to 
provide fine line and shading effects, paint consistency, air pressure, speed of travel, 
distance and other basics.

4. Short lecture on versatility of airbrush, varied techniques, applications and realistic 
assessment of demand.  Detailed description of explanation of basic stencil method, including use of overhead and opaque projectors to aid those who have difficulty drawing.  Step by step stencil technique painting.

5. Review of stencil method, question and answer period.  Project: Simple complete stencil 

project, including multiple colors and fades.
6. Lecture on additional stencil and duplication methods, color harmony, contrast, frisket 
cutting techniques, opaque and transparent colors and backgrounds.
7. Lecture on color mixing and matching using automotive mixing bases.  Discussion of freehand techniques, their application and importance.  Freehand location methods.
