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Course Description:


Continue to explore camera operation and darkroom processes in developing and printing film.  Elements of composition, content, and historical reference will be explored. 
Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:
1. solidify and extend the ideas and procedures introduced in Photography I,  
2. illustrate personal style and meaning through the creation of photographs,  
3. demonstrate and apply skills and techniques that include cyanotype and van dyke brown prints,
4. demonstrate and apply knowledge of fiber-based prints and bleaching and toning techniques, 
5. demonstrate creative and artistic use of the camera,
6. present a  knowledge of photography and its history,
7. present a portfolio of photographic art works.  (AL1)

Major Topic Outline:

1. Advanced exposure techniques: 

a. Discussion of how the light meter works, use of a gray card, exposing for the 

shadows, and of the relationship between exposure, development, and contrast. 
b. Difficult metering situations, and their possible solutions, will be presented. 
c. The effects of color and polarizing filters on black‑and‑white film, and on exposure, 

will be covered. 
d. Also discussed will be the use of intensifiers and reducers to adjust negative density 

and contrast.

2. Advanced B/W printing methods: 
a. Introduce poly‑contrast fiber‑base paper, and discuss the differences from 

resin‑coated paper, in processing steps, tone‑response, and color range; 
b. introduce methods of adjusting overall and local contrast through use of multiple 

contrast filters, and split‑printing; 
c. demonstrate the use of bleach as a contrast/density control; 
d. demonstrate how color toners (sepia, selenium, blue, etc.), home‑made dyes (tea, 

coffee, or vegetable), and photographic oils add color to black‑and‑white prints.

3. Print Finishing and Presentation: 

a. Discuss mounting and the selection of appropriate mounting surfaces; 
b. present alternatives to mounting on mat board, and the conceptual ramifications of 

various forms of presentation, including the sequence, the series, the 

dyptych/triptych, and the book; 
c. familiarize the student with industry‑accepted forms of presentation. 

4. Visual Literacy: 

a. Present photography as a visual language, with its own fluid syntax; 
b. familiarize students with critical terms and vocabulary; 
c. present historical issues and styles of photography; discuss contemporary trends 

and movements; 
d. promote articulation of thoughts and emotional responses to photographs; 
e. discuss relevant issues regarding the cross‑fertilization of photography to other 

graphic and artistic media.
