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Course Description:

Continuation of the exploration of basic camera operation and basic darkroom processes in developing and printing film.  Elements of composition, content, and historical reference will be explored.

1. solidify and extend the ideas and procedures introduced in Photography I, and II; 

2. illustrate personal style and meaning through photography,   

3. apply knowledge of advanced exposure and printing techniques including contemporary alternative processes, including but not limited to cyanotypes, van dyke printing and solarization, 

4. demonstrate proficiency with new, fiber-based papers and films; 

5. demonstrate and apply knowledge of bleaching and toning, reducing, and reticulation, acrylic and gesso transfers, and explore a varietyand explore a variety of presentation styles,
6. use the camera as a means of expression and communication, 
7. identify the historical and contemporary issues that shape the history of photography,
8. present a portfolio of photographic works that displays advanced knowledge of art and photography. (AL1)

Major Topic Outline:

1. Master Camera functions

a. Review camera elements and accessories (electronic flashes, zoom, manual, and auto focus lens, multiple-exposure controls)

b. Set precise film speeds, meter light and calculate exposure

2. Mastering Film Processing: 

a. Film processing (push- and pull-processing, intensifying with toners, and reducing with bleach.)

3. Creating Fine Prints: 

a. Black and white printing with exposure control for contrast and density

b. Fiber-base printing papers

c. Filters

d. Dodging and burning

e. Using bleach, color toners, hand-applied colors, color and chemical stains, the addition of writing and/or text, and print-surface manipulations to adjust the appearance of the photograph

f. Non-traditional print materials, such as hand-applied liquid emulsions, or alternative/historic processes.

4. Presentation Method: 

a. Mounting and overmatting, portfolio presentation

b. Books, sequence images, diptychs and triptychs, the multiple-print, or multi-media assemblage.
5. Visual Literacy: 

a. Introduction to the history of and contemporary world of photography.
