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Course Description:

Readings from the Middle Ages through the eighteenth century “Enlightenment” period, emphasizing Cervantes, Dante, and Voltaire. Through class discussion and written work, students practice close reading and literary interpretation, explore the readings’ contemporary relevance, and relate the readings to their own lives and the world.
