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Course Description:  

Students work as writers, photographers and editors on The Clackamas Print, the college’s student-run newspaper and its website. Students study and produce news stories and news photos. In doing so, they learn different writing styles, photography rules, ethical standards of news gathering and the rights of a free press in a democracy.   May be repeated up to nine credits.

Upon successful completion of one credit, students should be able to: 

1. write news stories and take photographs for publication in the weekly newspaper, 

2. work with a peer group toward a common goal, 
3. conduct interviews in a professional manner, 
4. synthesize information gathered from sources to put together news articles, 

5. write photo captions with no errors,
6. research, collect and evaluate information for use in news stories; 

7. generate story ideas with an understanding of what constitutes news on and around a college campus,
8. practice ethical journalism in gathering information,
9. process advertising contracts,
Upon successful completion of two credits, students should be able to: 
1. produce at least one story per week for publication in the weekly newspaper, 

2. juggle multiple story or photography assignments at one time, 

3. interview sources off campus for story and photography assignments,
4. generate original story ideas, 

5. cover an event on or off campus,
6. solicit advertising from new sources,
Upon successful completion of three credits, students should be able to:

1. produce multiple news stories or multiple news photographs per week with no errors in a timely manner on deadline, 
2. use Associated Press style when writing news stories and photo captions, 
3. demonstrate an understanding of copyright and fair use when collecting information, 

4. collect, analyze, and apply public records in compiling information for newspaper stories; 
5. write a story on a tight deadline, i.e. within four days or less;
6. secure advertising contracts from new sources.
