Includes definitions of the problem, demographics, survivors, perpetrators, children who witness, strategies and tactics of abuse and survival, and core strategies for legal intervention.

10. analyze and discuss the Oregon State Statutes utilized in the prosecution of IPV,
11. identify techniques used to collect crime scene evidence,
12. demonstrate knowledge of crime scene investigation and documentation,
13. recognize and analyze components of strangulation in IPV,
14. describe the basic roles and responsibilities of professionals in the criminal
justice system continuum,

15. utilize techniques for providing support to victims of IPV,
16. analyze the dynamics of victim safety and offender accountability.
