Terry Mackey had two items:
1.
Outlines and Library Resources


Terry opened a discussion regarding the NWCCU accreditation standard 2.C.6 that states:  “Faculty with teaching responsibilities, in partnership with library and information resources personnel, ensure that the use 
of library and information resources is integrated into the learning process.”  Librarians looked at 1,122 course outlines and found:  33 course outlines responded “yes” to the question about using library resources, 1088 outlines responded “no” for about 2.29% of the course outlines use library resources.  The Library believes that number may be inaccurate.  Terry has already shared this information with College Council, and during Winter and Spring Quarters he will be visiting Faculty Senate and Department meetings to promote updating outlines to be sure those using Library resources have accurately entered that information.
2.
Outline Submitter line.


Terry shared another discovery he made:  as he was looking through course outlines in the online system, it struck him how many outlines were still needing to revised (about half) and that those outlines still showed Kelly Steigleder’s name.  (Kelly’s name was who entered the outlines into the online database in 2011 because the programming required a name and many outlines submitted to us did not list a faculty name on them.)  Again, Terry thinks that number may be inaccurate.
