	· Great work Grounds Department on the work/help with Community Gardens and the new irrigations.  As well as the clean up after the vandalism.

· Leaf removal will be happening for the next 2-3 months.  The leaves are chipped and put in the leaf pile near the storage building off Beavercreek Road.  The leaves are used by the Community Gardens, Horticulture and Home Orchard Society.
· Campus Composting: This topic is better served by the AGS and Sustainability groups. Tim (AmeriCorps working with Bill Leach) and Will Frank from Customized Training are interesting in this topic. The committee agreed that we can share what we do:  brush pile, leaves and grass clippings compost.  ASG will look into how PCC composts on their campus and ways to bring awareness about waste as what CCC is doing in the cafeteria.

	Leaf Grass Clippings Compost

	· The Horticulture Department compost pile needs to be relocated due to very wet conditions are its current location.  Need to find a ‘higher and drier’ location.
· We would like to move the compost pile to under the power lines behind the Training Center, near Beavercreek Road.
· Disadvantages:  It would be visible from Beavercreek Road.  Would need to transport from Horticulture area to the location.  We would place a container in our area and transport with the skid steer when full.
