· Objectives for a Rainwater Harvest demonstration site at CCC:
· Show what is possible and how to do it

· Homeowner application

· Not show how CCC uses diverted/collected water

· Not to be potable, irrigation only

· Educational opportunities

· Community partners committed to project:

· Clackamas River Water Providers – Christine Hollenbeck

· Clackamas County Soil & Water Conservation District – Klair Klock

· Oregon City Water Providers

· Oak Lodge Water District

· Portland Purple Water – Jason Garvey

· Community partners are committing labor for installation and funding.  Funding may include ongoing maintenance.  CCC would be providing the site as contribution.

· Bruce shared document listing Goals for CCC Rainwater site.

· Footprint/size – very flexible, with homeowner application 6-10K gallon above ground system.

· Bruce shared document listing possible sites.  Of those listed the Training Center, Lewelling and Horticulture brown shed had most potential.

· Who would develop plan?
· If CCC approves concept and site is selected

· Group (community partners, Bruce and ?) will develop plan

· Signage will be provided by Clackamas River Water Providers

· Plan review by CCC committees, as needed, with revisions expected

· Timeline would be as college process allows

· If needed, a rating system would be created by the Grounds Committee for site selection.

· Next step:

The Grounds Committee requests a detailed description of the conditions necessary for this to be a viable project for the Community Partners (e.g. easy public access, location allows demonstration of homeowner use of rainwater, space for a rain garden, etc.).  
This information will help the committee members understand which potential campus location might be suitable for this sort of demonstration installation and consider the potential site benefits at the potential locations.
It would also help to receive information regarding the annual anticipated maintenance and service requirements for this size of a system - presuming it is a 5-10K gallon capacity.
