· Brush removal in ELC being done and will do once each month.  

· Irrigation will be turned off next month (?), Horticulture would like it postponed until the white poly is put onto the Hoop house – Mid November.  Tom will work with Hort.

· Softball turf being watered to much?  Tom recommended no more that 4 x weekly, seems to be every day.  Tom will send email.

· Track infield has ‘weeping’ valves.  No parts are available for the system.  Irrigation heads are also having issues.  The system needs a re-work.  Tom and Kirk will meet with the Athletic Director.  Will need to be contracted out.

· Tom is working on getting the ‘disker’ parts for repair.  Horticulture will be using it to disk the new Urban Ag plot.

· Motorcycle class will be having the gravel parking lot under power lines paved and then will move their classes to that site.

· Bob C. shared that next summer CCC may be irrigating the interior lawns.  Will mean that more frequent mowing will need to be done; use Horticulture or Athletics mowers?  Yup.
