	HOS Lease renewal

	· HOS lease contract expires January 2016.  HOS would like to renew now as they are planning for irrigation upgrades on the site.
· Discussion surrounding the irrigation upgrade was the main topic of conversation.  Currently the HOS water supply is fed from an irrigation main line, which continually plugs with debris.  It was suggested that, as part of their upgrades, they tie into a building mainline, and install a meter (in keeping with CCC current practices).  The meter is not intended for use to charge HOS for water – current contract states water is provided free of charge.  Committee does not propose a change to this.  Bruce/Loretta will discuss the new connection and meter installation (with HOS funding) with HOS contact.

· There was a question regarding item 13. Arboretum Committee. Do we/have we met? Not to anyone’s knowledge.  Possible modification is in order.  
· In an effort to expedite the process (HOS is currently unable to use water off the current main line and must drag hoses from the Community Garden site.) the committee has agreed to review and complete updates via email.  Please review the wording of the current contract and send any modification suggestions to Loretta by May 15th.   She will then compile and resend out for approval, and then submit to Jim Huckestein for review.


	Rain Garden project

	Horticulture department will be installing a rain garden in the Water Efficient Garden, it will include a gutter disconnect on the north side of the covered structure in the garden, and will have plantings in and around the currently ‘dry’ creek bed.   An RFI was put out to Landscape companies for the work.  Landscape East & West replied that they would like to do a pro-bono installation.

Questions by Grounds:

· Will the installation include irrigation for plant establishment?  Still to design.
· Is the square footage of the roof to size of garden?  Still to design.

· Is the roofing material cedar?  Is that ok for plants?

· What plants are to be planted?  If possible, Horticulture will provide some.  When company comes to survey site they will also tour plants available from Horticulture department.

· Does the City of Oregon City bio swale criteria apply to this project?  Not known.

· Timeline?  Evaluate site and design Spring 2015 term.  Work to be done in same term.

Grounds Committee recommends project move forward but requests that project design – when completed - be brought back to the committee.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

A LEASE AGREEMENT, entered into the 31% Day of January, 2006 by and between CLACKAMAS
COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT, an Oregon Community College, hereinafter called "lessor", and
the HOME ORCHARD SOCIETY, INC. (a non-profit Oregon Corporation), hereinafter called "lessee";

WITNESSETH:
In consideration of the rent specified and the covenants, terms and conditions contained herein, the
parties agree as follows:

1. Grant of Lease Premises: Pursuant to the lessor Board of Education's findings and resolution
that the property which is the subject of this lease is not needed to meet instructional or other public uses
of the lessor within the foreseeable future, and that leasing the property to the lessee under the terms and
conditions set forth herein will further the public interest, the lessor leases to the lessee” and the lessee
leases from the lessor, the following described property:

Beginning in the Greenfingers area of the campus start at a point on the west property line where it
intersects the south edge of new street, go south 126 feet along west property line, then go east parallel
with south edge of street 550 feet, then go north 126 feet to a point that is 550 east of the point of
beginning. Area described is + 1.6 acres.

2. Term of Lease: The term of this lease shall be for the term of ten (10) years with the option to
renew upon mutual consent.

3 Construction of Improvements: Any buildings or improvements to the leased premises will be at
the expense of lessee. Any building and improvements shall be constructed and installed in accordance
with plans and specifications provided by the lessee. The plans and specifications shall be drawn at the
lessee's expense, and shall be subject to prior approval by the lessor, which approval shall not be
unreasonably withheld. The lessor's right of prior approval shall include the right to require that the
architecture and exterior appearance of the building and improvements be compatible, in the lessor's
opinion, with existing college facilities. Lessor shall provide water to the site, free of charge to lessee,
for irrigation purposes.

4. Use of Premises: The lessee shall use the leased premises as an arboretum. The goal of the
arboretum will be "to promote the science, culture, education and pleasure of fruit bearing plants and the
perpetuation of historic trees and the preservation of pioneer varieties”. The leased premises will be
used for Home Orchard Society events and for educational purposes. It is further understood that to
enhance and improve college curriculum the Home Orchard Society will cooperate with the college’s
horticulture department for educational programs. Examples of such programs could be grafting,
pruning, plant preservation, orchard management, et cetera. Lessor agrees to provide security services to
leased premises as normally provided to the total campus.

5. Rental: During the term of this lease, the lessee shall pay the rent to the lessor on an annual basis
in the amount of $10 per year. The first annual payment shall be due on the commencement date of this
lease, with subsequent payments due on each anniversary date thereafter during the term of this lease.

6. Taxes: The lessee shall pay any real property taxes and assessments assessed against the leased
premises including the building and improvements thereon. The lessee shall also pay all personal
property taxes.

7. Equipment: The lessee shall obtain and install all equipment within the confines of the leased
premises at the sole cost of lessee.
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8. Licenses and Permits: The lessee shall, at its sole expense, apply for and obtain all licenses,
permits and authorizations required for the construction and maintenance on the site of any buildings
and leasehold improvements on the leased premises in accordance with the plans and specifications
described in section 3 above, including installation of a sewage disposal system if required.

9. Insurance: The lessee shall obtain and be responsible for maintaining all insurance on all
leasehold improvements described in section 3 above, in an amount not less than 100 percent of the
improvements replacement value. The lessee shall be responsible for insuring all equipment owned by
lessee on the leased premises described in section 7, above. Lessor and lessee hereby waive any right of
recovery which one may have against the other for any damage or injury caused by an occurrence
insured against by the affected party, together with the rights of the affected insurance carrier to be
subrogated to the rights of the insured under the applicable policy. The lessee shall provide evidence of
liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 for each occurrence. Such insurance shall cover all risks
arising directly or indirectly out of the lessee's activities on the leased premises. Lessee agrees to provide
lessor with a copy of insurance policies. Such policies shall name the college as a co-insurer.

10.  Fire or Catastrophe: In the event of fire or other catastrophe resulting in destruction of fifty
percent (50) or more of the value of the leased premises, the lessee may or may not elect to reconstruct
the premises.

11.  Maintenance of Lease Premises: The lessee shall pay all charges for electricity, gas, sewer,
heating, air conditioning and all other utility charges in connection with its use of leased premises. The
lessee shall, at its sole expense, maintain and keep the leased premises in good order and repair,
including all trees, grounds, and fences. In addition, lessee shall repair all cracks and holes in the
interior surface of the walls, floor and ceiling and shall replace all cracked or broken glass in the
windows and doors of any buildings on the premises. The lessee shall pay all costs of servicing and
repair of any plumbing, heating and air conditioning equipment. Lessor shall have no responsibility for
maintenance of the leased premises.

12. Assignment and Subletting: The lessee's interest in this lease or the leased premises is personal
to the lessee and may not be assigned, transferred, encumbered or sublet, in whole or in part, without the
prior written consent of the lessor, which consent must include a finding by the lessor's Board of
Education that the proposed assignment or sublease will further the public interest. In no event shall an
assignment or sublease by the lessee relieve the lessee of his obligations under the terms of this lease,
unless a release in writing is given by the lessor.

13. Arboretum Committee: A six (6) person committee (composed of three (3) members from lessee
and three (3) members from lessor) shall be formed to discuss matters of mutual interest. The
committee will meet at a time and place mutually acceptable. A meeting may be initiated by either party
and to be held at a minimum of once yearly.

14. Default: The lessee's failure to comply with any term or condition of this lease agreement within
ten (10) days of receipt of written notice by the lessor specifying the nature of the noncompliance shall
constitute a default of the agreement. Failure to perform maintenance as described in section 11,
insolvency of the lessee, an assignment by the lessee for the benefit of creditors, the filing of a voluntary
or involuntary petition in bankruptcy which is not dismissed within thirty (30) days after the filing, the
appointment of a receiver of the property of the lessee, or an attachment or levy of execution on the
leasehold interest which is not discharged within ten (10) days or such levy or execution shall also
constitute a default hereunder. In the event of default, this agreement may be terminated at the option of
the lessor upon written notice to the lessee. Notice of termination may be combined with a notice of the
lessee's noncompliance with the lease provisions. Notwithstanding a termination of this agreement by
reason of the lessee's default, the lessor shall be entitled to all legal and equitable remedies, including,
but not limited to;
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1. The right to re-entry and possession of the leased premises;

2. The removal of any persons or property by legal action or by self help with the use of
reasonable force and without liability for damages;

3. The performance of any cleanup, alterations or other work required by section 15, below, all
at the lessee’s expense;

4. Alteration of the leased premises, except as provided by this agreement; and

5. The releasing the premises (all or part) for a term longer or shorter than the terms of this
lease without the prior approval and consent of both parties.

None of the lessor's actions hereunder shall constitute a surrender of the leasehold interest.

15. Termination and Vacation of Premises: Upon the expiration or termination of this lease, the
lessee shall promptly vacate the leased premises and deliver them to the lessor in good order and repair,
broom clean, ordinary wear and tear excepted. Any permanent building, all plumbing, electrical wiring
and other additions to or improvements upon the leased premises shall be and remain the property of the
lessor. The lessee shall have the right to remove any furniture and personal property installed and used
by it in the normal use of the leased premises, subject to the lessee's obligation to restore or repair any
damage resulting from such removal.

16.  Notices: All notices required or permitted by law on this lease shall be delivered to the
respective party, in writing, at the following addresses until otherwise specified:

17. Attorneys' Fees: If either party institutes any suit or action against the other based on any
covenant or provision of this lease, the prevailing party in such suit or action, in addition to the costs and
disbursements provided by law shall be entitled to receive such additional sum as the court may adjudge
reasonable for its attorney's fees, including fees on appeal.

18. Successors in Interest: All covenants, terms and conditions of this lease shall be binding upon the
heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto. IN WITNESS
WHEREQF, the parties have executed this instrument.
