	· Bed cleanup.  Pre-emergent application.  Continued storm cleanup.
· Water will not be turned on sooner.  Reminder that there will be a big repair (water will be shut off on the entire campus) on March 28th.  Will be turned on after repair.

· Fir tree fell near Randal Hall, it had root rot.  General Tree Arborist did evaluation of suspect trees. Two others with symptoms – (1) in Sculpture Garden and (1) in ‘Clairmont’ woods (near newly logged area) – they will be removed in July.

	· ELC Restoration - 895K Metro Grant.  2 to 1 match required.  1.6 million of CCC in kind and/or funds.  Foundation is doing the fundraising.
· Phase 1: design to include survey land, storm water modeling, wetland design, retention and education elements

· Need Tree ID – will ask Horticulture Department for help (metal tags have been placed on trees needing ID)
· Phase 2: permitting, construction drawings

· Phase 3: construction – timeline:  break ground to coincide with 50th year CCC anniversary.

Committee Questions (and responses from Bob):
· Will the site work deal with invasive species?

· Funding?   Separate grants being sought.  Looking to volunteer groups to do some work to mitigate costs.

· Lakeside Hall replace?  No.  Possibly put a deck around for viewing and maintenance of building.

· Smucker’s building to be removed? No.

· Will ornamental plantings be included? There is a big landscape budget.  Plan is to keep most of the natives, remove the non-natives.

· Identifying 6” or bigger trees – will they be kept? Not sure, will determine after id done.

· What is status of fundraising for matching needs?  Struggling – need by December 2016.  Foundation/Greg is the lead.  PGE is a possible partner.

· Who will maintain the site?  Volunteers and requesting a 3rd Grounds position.

· Can the Barlow parking repair/upgrade cost be included as a match?  Not likely.

· Where are other sites that are similar to the ELC vision?  Modeled after the Columbia Slew Storm Water site on Sandy Blvd near Boeing.
· Can it be tied into the Athletics projects (track etc)?  $ not a match, but they will be part of the storm water review.

· New buildings (bond construction) possible match?  Possibly.  Actively looking at this.

· Plant list in the design plan now?  Not sure.

· Can the committee get an electronic version of the current plan?  Bob will send link to Loretta to forward to all.

· Plant list?  To be done.

· Has the Grounds Committee Values Document been share with the design firm?  No.  Loretta will send to Bob to forward to them.
