· Irrigation upgrade:  CCC provided the irrigation water meter.  The mainline used did not change from current – it was cleaned out and a filter was installed.  Cost and feasibility to move was too great.

	· Wilsonville yard expansion in progress.  Should it have come before the grounds committee?
· Renewable Energy has an expansion project in east Barlow parking lot (near existing small sheds).  Went through CUDC by not Grounds Committee. The expansion took away area used by the Athletics Department for cross country team training – they were not notified.

· Pauling Native Garden is possibly in jeopardy.  The Biology department has been notified they will be moving into the expanded DeJardin building (when completed).  Joan is collecting usage data for the garden as a reason to keep it.  Horticulture uses it during the summer for Native Plant Id class, and during winter for the Pruning classes.

· Science department hired Evan, Horticulture student, as student assistant for working in Pauling Native Garden.

· Botany transect will probably be compromised with the Meyers Road expansion.  Should add the trees to list of desired plants.
