	Three slide presentations covering the ITC building, Barlow parking lot layout and planting plans for both.  Presentations are at F:/temp/Bob/Grounds (30 days only).
Discussion/comments:

· Team Oregon lot to remain under powerlines and possibly use the Orchard (McLoughlin overflow lot) as needed.

· Storm water treatment landscape beds in parking lots are high maintenance – but are required.  

· The landscape architect did have access to the Grounds plant list.

· Overall plant selections should be materials that can be natural and not require shearing.

· Planting plans are being reviewed by Tom.

· Zone A: needs substitutions

· Zone B:  ok

· Zone D:  request sub for juncus – high maintenance, hard to cut back

· Zone E:  request sub for spirea – spreads; also no dogwood desired

· Trees: gleditsia – not always a long term healthy tree.  Noted that this area (trees) is an opportunity for planting of desired Plant ID trees (from list) – Tom will check.  Did note that landscape architect did identify selection(s) made from the list.
· Mature trees on site:  Grove of Fir at south end, and a grove of Oaks at north east end will be retained.

· Ground break planned for April/May 2016.

· ? Will additional groundskeeper be hire to help with the increase maintenance?  
· Horticulture Department may have trees for needed construction removal replacements. (~200, at last count, needed)

· Discussion regarding compost piles in the Community Garden area:  It seems that a new pile keeps being started near the Fir in the south west corner.  Is it supposed to be there?  TJ was under the impression that Michelle Baker brought a request to CUDC for new location – and was approved.  Tom was unaware.   April will check with Chris Konieczka about the ‘new’ pile that seems to appear and what the Farm needs in terms of location.  There was also talk about defining the compost area (using large cement blocks?) and signage so that there is no confusion.  Need to id action items or return to agenda?
