	Jeff would like to plant fast growing trees for the 2-3 chainsaw classes offered each year.  Need more trees for students to cut.  Plan is to plant 100-200 Cottonwood, Maple or Pine.  2-3 trees for each student (16) = 32-48 trees each class.  Plant along the x-country trails. Planting to be done by mid-March, and trees paid for by the Fire/Forestry departments.
Discussion:
· Reservations w/ cost of grinding and transport of trees cut down
· #3 (along x-country trail by the apartments) area is earmarked as future building site.  Line of site would be impeded with a grove a trees – cause more problems from the apartments? 

· Stumps and debris plan? Fire science take responsibility
· Planting grid?  No, plant on nature scape with mower spacing

· Facility master plan review for site selections?

· Jig vs. live tree? Live tree is more experiential

· Grounds concerned about branches and grindings – there is no space in debris pile, and with stumps.

· Concern with long term management and cost to refurbish ground with no long used

· No irrigation in suggested areas

· Suggestion to contact land owner of adjacent property (11 acres south of Clairmont) to cut trees in there. 
· Do have the FRC area.  Thinning needed in there?

· Under powerlines? Old soccer field by 213? 

· Jim wants trees with disease uncut/left standing to use for instruction in his classes.  

· Need an OC permit?
