REGULATION:
Clackamas Community College recognizes International Baccalaureate (IB) Exams.

CONDITIONS:


1. The College will follow most current statewide (OUS/CC) guidelines for the awarding of credit. Instructional departments will determine the appropriate course equivalency based on the statewide guidelines.

PROCEDURES:

1. The student must provide an official copy of the International Baccalaureate Exam scores to the Registrar’s Office for evaluation and awarding of credit.

2. The Registrar’s Office will be responsible for appropriately evaluating the International Baccalaureate Exam scores, posting to the student’s transcript, and awarding credit based on the above conditions.
