ISP Sub Committee Report:   Challenge Exam, CPL, and a new ISP: Residency

History:  The ISP committee started with the normal update of the Challenge Exam ISP last year and achieved several improvements mostly related to timing.  This year the similarities and differences between CPL and CE combined with questions about residency lead the ISP committee to request a Residency ISP and to review the ISPs for Challenge Exam and CPL.      
Charge:   
1. Residency is mentioned in the Credit for Prior Leaning ISP and it is written in the catalog.  It is not written anywhere else.    The ISP committee has requested a draft Residency ISP.  Provide clarity regarding the Challenge Exam residency requirement so the evaluators and registrar are not using a “note from 2008.”  

2. Review the Challenge Exam and CPL ISP and make recommendations to the ISP committee. 
Drafts ready for ISP committee:   Residency;  Challenge Exam;  Credit for Prior Learning  

Observation:   The residency language in the catalog (p 236) is not clear regarding the three certificates we offer: 

“Residency requirement: To establish residency, students must earn a minimum of 12 credits at CCC for a certificate of completion or a mini​mum of 24 credits at CCC for an associate’s degree.”
The range of credits for each type of certificate will likely continue to change.  We suggest using the current fixed portion be applied equally to all certificates (27%).
