1. Review of draft for combined Credit for Prior Learning (combined standards: Credit for Prior Learning and Challenge Exams)
The following changes were agreed upon from discussion review
a. Title change, added “earning”: Earning Credit for Prior Learning (via exam or portfolio)
b. Condition #2.a. and b. reversed positions.

c. Condition #3.a. was split.  First sentence become new Condition #2. The second sentence

was moved to become the second sentence in the Purpose statement.

d. Condition #3.b. last sentence was deleted.

e. Condition #4.a. had the words “by exam” added to the end of the sentence.

f. Condition #6: put a period after “the student pays a CPL fee” and deleted the rest of the

sentence.
g. Condition #7: fixed typo of “insure” to “ensure” and moved this condition that will become the


new Procedure #2 after renumbering.

h. Condition #8 was removed.

i. Old Procedure #2: added “from” in first sentence between “department” and “which.”

j. Procedure #3: took out the words in the first sentence: “the per credit.”

k. Procedure #4.c.:  replaced the word “evaluation” with “assessment.”

l. In the Procedures, changed all references to the form name “Credit for Prior Learning” to “Earning Credit for Prior Learning” and wherever that acronym appears (referring to the form)  changes its acronym from “CPL” to “ECPL.”

m. Re-numbered Conditions and Procedures.
2. Review of draft mission statement.

Subcommittee reviewed current Charge/Mission statement of ISP Committee and agreed the 

statement was good and should not be changed.  That statement is:


To review yearly instructional standards and procedures, to bring changes, revisions, additions to 

the attention of College Council for adoption, and to provide all division offices with current 

adopted instructional standards and procedures.
Concerning the ISP Manual, the subcommittee drafted two statements for committee review.  The committee liked parts of both statements, so the two were combined.

Final manual statement agreed to:

The Instructional Standards and Procedures Manual is a document that provides students
 and staff with information about standards and procedures related to the students’ overall
 academic experience in enrollment, coursework, and degree and certificate completion at 
Clackamas Community College.

3. Homework:
Committee is to use the above manual mission statement and go through listing of current ISP standards looking to see which standards fit this statement and which do not.  Any that do not fit will be discussed for removal at our next meeting.

4. Full-Time Faculty Evaluation Procedure and Part-Time Faculty Evaluation Procedure standards
Action:  These two standards will go to College Council for approval to remove from ISP manual.
