2. Recommendation from Curriculum Committee:

At the last Curriculum Committee meeting, it was noted that Northwest Commission on Colleges & Universities is now requiring us to review and address in policy out-of-class hours required of students in credit courses.  Wording from the NWCCU document:
· one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester or trimester of credit, or 10-12 weeks for one quarter hour of credit or the equivalent amount of work over a different amount of time, or

· At least an equivalent amount of time as required in above definition paragraph for other academic activities such as labs, practicum, CWE, etc.


Curriculum Committee would like the ISP Committee to add to an existing or create a new policy 


that shows what/how we are going to do.  Our course approval policy is that changes occur from the 

department, gets approved by the Dean and Curriculum Committee gives final approval.
