1. ISP Manual Appendices A, B, C report out
Lynda presented updated Appendices A, B, C from Curriculum Committee activity for 2012-13.  It was suggested to add the following clarifying language to Appendix C:  “Science labs grades are part of the course lecture grade.”  
Action:
Lynda will make wording change and post updated Appendices A, B, C to the ISP Manual.

2. Course Outline/Course Syllabus information. 
Standard was revised.  The details required elements for outline and syllabus moved to appendix J.  Appendix J changed to the Course Guidelines document.  The syllabus list of required elements disappeared.  Committee discussed various options:  1) make the syllabus information become Appendix K;  2) separate the course/syllabus standard, make them two standards and add the syllabus information to the appropriate standard.
Action:  Subcommittee was formed consisting of: James Dickinson, Nora Brodnicki and Ryan Davis.  Their task is to review current Course Outline/Course Syllabus standard and bring a proposal to next meeting.
3. Related Instruction standard 

Communications department has developed three 1 credit courses (COMM-100A, B and C)  based off the 3 credit COMM-100 course that is approved for Related Instruction under Human Relations.  Discussion also included  discussion of page 53 of catalog and what courses should appear on this page.  Very important when our AAS/certificate programs say “chose a human relations course from the list on page 53.”  
Two issues:

a. Do we allow bundling or do we stay with 3 credits as the threshold for Related Instruction?

b. Definition of Human Relations and courses that should appear on the list on page 53 of the catalog.
