Credit for Prior Learning Taskforce Recommendations:

To ISP:

1. Adopt (at minimum) the types of assessment as specified in the document produced by HECC.

a. Portfolio

b. Challenge test (local)

c. Credit-by-exam (e.g. CLEP)

d. ACE credit

e. Industry certification

2. Departments may use any combination of the formats listed in #1 to document competency.

3. Awarding of CPL must meet the NWCCU requirements:

a. Only enrolled students

b. Maximum 25% of  credential
c. Documented student achievement

d. On recommendation of faculty 

4. The college will treat MOOCs and badges and other self-directed learning as CPL requiring local assessment.

5. Assessment of prior learning may be done prior to enrollment, but to receive transcripted CPL credit, the student must meet either of the following criteria:

a. Must currently be enrolled at Clackamas for at least 3 credits (This may include the CPL portfolio course). 

b. Must have previously earned a minimum of 12 credits at Clackamas,  or 
6. All students requesting departmental evaluation of transcripted learning must pay a fee.  This fee may be waived for the evaluation of ACE transcripted learning for veterans.
7. Credit should be granted based on the student’s attainment of the outcomes identified in the course outline.

8. Faculty will consult with students to describe the assessment process to ensure that the student is well informed of the type(s) of assessment(s) and the outcomes assessed. (Should there be a written document? Outline? Other ancillary documentation?) 
9. Grades for CPL may be either A—C or Pass at the discretion of the instructional department where CPL is awarded.  (If the student does not pass the assessment of CPL, there will be no reflection of the attempt on the student’s transcript.) Not compatible with 12 option 2
10. Mastery level to receive credit must be at minimum at the C level. (Individual departments may set it higher.) 
11. The department may develop a plan for a student to meet the outcomes that have not already been met through prior learning, if a course lends itself to a modular approach. The student should have demonstrated substantial mastery of the outcomes through prior learning for this option to be viable. (e.g. ACE automotive credit may meet most but not all of the outcomes of our course.)
12. Since the group did not reach consensus on this item, we offer two possible solutions: 
Students may only request one assessment of a portfolio—or other form of assessment of prior learning—per course. 
Since this is supposed to show mastery of the content of a class, allowing multiple attempts encourages the attitude of “how little do I need to actually know” and if that is not enough on the first try, the student will simply learn a little more and try again.
OR
Students may request more than one assessment of a portfolio—or other forms of assessment of prior learning—per course. (Possibly a 12 week delay between attempts?)
Since this is supposed to show mastery, the student should have the opportunity—no matter the number of attempts—to reach mastery. By allowing more than one attempt, the students are treated the same as other students who may retake a class until they get a passing grade.
13. Students may not receive credit for prior learning for a course that the student has already taken.
