1. Mission & Charge discussion
Subcommittee report back:   looked at the document of purpose, charge, etc.  Work should be done by spring term.  Committee was asked to give attention to the process showing in the draft.  Be sure the “procedure” doesn’t say that it goes to college council for approval.  Committee thought the link to the committee URL for the committee membership and days/times of meeting would work best.
2. Membership discussion

Added dates in for the 3 year cycle.  Members can see term changes by going to our membership list on our committee website.  Darlene will send category groupings from AFAC.  Also need it from THOW division.
3. College Council 11/7 meeting report back
a. CEU standard
Questioned conditions #1 and #3.  The regular language appears to be in conflict with the IACET CEU process.  Feedback:  need to be sure that the CEU training doesn’t get in the way of giving college credit.  The IACET advisory committee also felt strongly about being able to assess.  Discussion ensued regarding being clear between the two types of CEUs.  Some IACET CEUs are assessed.  Decided on the following language change:

   Condition #1:  CEUs reflect attendance only, unless they contain an assessment component.

   Condition #3:  Attendance-based CEUs do not count toward college credit.  Assessment-based CEUs (or CEUs with an assessment component with sufficient contact hours) can assemble into CPL credits.

   Condition #4   Taylor Donnelly has rewritten language she will send to Lynda.  Conditions #1, 3, & 4 will be reworded.  Standard will go back to college council with these updates and for a second read.
b. Course Outline and Course Syllabus Information
The only question from that meeting was condition 5 didn’t make sense.   The added language from ISP committee missed being on the standard that went to College Council.  This will be added back for the second read.

CPL fee proposal.  
Presented draft language for fee assessments.  Fees have gone up and will now cost more than if taking the course for credit.  Questions asked by Committee:  1) why couldn’t the upfront $25 per credit be applied to the tuition and then if the student passed, pay the remainder of tuition owed?  2) why is the tuition cost on top of the $100 initial fee?  If the assessment requires a lab that has fees, then this 

process should also.  3) How is the faculty going to be paid in this process?  Does it come from 


department budgets?  4)  could fees be consistent across the campus?  Appears to be general support 

for increasing fees.
