	Discussion today.  Since the committee set fees, discussion was spent around the process/procedure of the standard.  The subcommittee changed the process of applying $25/per credit charge upfront with the remaining $25 per credit to be paid when the student finishes passing the CPL work.  College services and technology fees are not applied to this total fee.  Financial Aid doesn’t doesn’t cover CPL fees.  The $25/per credit is non-refundable.  Challenge exams and CPL portfolios are the same for this fee and process.  There was much discussion about faculty pay when they are involved in the CPL process.
