Associate of Science Degree Approval
PURPOSE:
Establishes conditions policy for the approval of new associate of science (AS) degree programs  
REGULATION:
Clackamas Community College requires a department proposing a new AS degree to identify one degree program aligned with the same degree program at one or more universities.
CONDITIONS:

1. New AS degree programs 
will:

a. meet the general education requirements for an AS degree

b. consist of  course offerings that
 meet the first two years of the identified degree program for the specified university 
c. 
d. have include documentation from the university that the proposed AS degree program aligns to meet the university admission and degree program requirements and work with the Office of Education Partnerships to ensure that a a current articulation agreement (where applicable) is in place.
e. have include program learning outcomes

f. have Dean approval and VP of Instructional and Student Services approval before submission to the Curriculum Office 

g. have Curriculum Committee approval
2. The Curriculum Office will be responsible for adding new programs to the college catalog in a timely manner.  
3. Departments will be responsible for contacting the specified college and the Office of Education Partnerships on a yearly basis to ensure course offerings continue to meet the university degree requirements

�I would suggest the following: consists of  courses offered at Clackamas Community College which the receiving university has agreed will meet the first two years of the identified degree program for the specified university.”
