PURPOSE:
Establishes conditions for discontinuance of associate degrees or certificates.  

REGULATION:
Clackamas Community College requires a department proposing discontinuance of an associate degree or certificate to provide rationale supporting the discontinuance.

CONDITIONS:

1. For Career & Technical Degrees and Certificates being discontinued:

a. inform and provide completion alternatives to current students,
b. notify the program’s advisory committee,
c. notify any program specific licensing or accrediting agency

d. have Dean approval and VP of Instructional and Student Services 
approval before submission to the Curriculum Office,
e. have CCC Board approval prior to submission to State for suspension.
2. For Associate of Science Degrees being discontinued:

a. inform current students,

b. have consulted with the Office of Degree Partnerships and informed the receiving university or universities,

c. have Dean approval and VP of Instructional and Student Services 


approval before submission to the Curriculum Office.
