ISP 270 Testing Center Procedures for Faculty Assigning Exams Policy – This policy is still under review.  Jennifer asked the Testing Center to provide feedback, and the subcommittee will bring back their review in the early spring.

ISP 360 Credit for Prior Learning (CPL) Policy – Chris Sweet is working on the CPL policy and plans to present it at the March 8th meeting, where the team will outline their review.

	ISP 260 Placement Assessment Policy – Scott presented updates to the placement policy, particularly for the PASS program.  He proposed clarifying that placement is required only for courses with prerequisites, not just recommended levels.  After incorporating feedback from staff, the policy now formally recognizes the intake form and initial conversations as an official placement method.  Scott will run the policy through the DEI Framework before finalizing to ensure it aligns with equity standards.

ISP 261 Math Placement Information in Career Technical Degrees Policy – The policy on waiving math requirements for CTE students is under review due, but there’s uncertainty about whether it meets state requirements, especially concerning computation credits.  Current course substitutions may not satisfy these requirements.  Clarification from the state is needed, and the policy may be revised or eliminated based on their guidance.  Dru is gathering information from the state.  Scott will continue reviewing the DEI Framework for ISP 260 while awaiting further details on ISP 261.  Sue Goff confirmed that decisions will be made after receiving state guidance.

ISP 490 Catalog Designation for Graduation Requirements Policy – The policy was updated to reflect that students are now evaluated based on the catalog year recorded in the student information system, rather than through paper forms.  A clause was added to allow students to be moved to a different catalog year if they do not meet the conditions of their current one.  The need to clarify the definition of "active progress" towards program completion was discussed, with suggestions to reference existing ISPs or gather input from staff.  It was suggested to clarify that credits counted towards residency do not have to be degree or certificate applicable, which was considered a useful addition.  Sarah will review using the DEI Framework before bringing back this policy.

ISP 491 Residency Requirement for Graduation Policy – The policy was updated to include AAT and AST degrees with language adjusted to reflect current practices.  A suggestion was made to group certificates more efficiently under "less than one-year certificates" instead of listing them separately.  The 2.0 GPA requirement, a long-standing standard for all college degrees and certificates, was clarified.  There was a discussion on whether the policy should include adult high school diploma requirements, as these have their own standards, such as passing a GED or ASC class and earning at least one credit from the college's approved program.  The group will further investigate how to document these requirements.  Sarah will review using the DEI Framework before bringing back the policy.  The definition of "active progress" will be clarified with input from other staff.  Suggested language adjustments, including removing "stand-alone" and considering the inclusion of adult high school diploma requirements, will be made.  Drew Urbassik will review accrediting body guidelines to determine how the adult high school diploma should be addressed in the policy.
