	ISP 360 Credit for Prior Learning (CPL) Policy – Chris reminded the committee this policy was up for review last year, but it was put on hold as the college received a grant last year from the Council for Adult & Experimental Learning (CAEL) to explore assessment criteria best practices.  Upon review, the substantive change was to remove the previous Portfolio CPL Credit limitations and align with the recent recommendation from the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU) and CAEL.  As this is a substantive change, David Plotkin requested that Chris consult the Council for Adult and Experiential Learning about credit thresholds.  Before ISP 360 returns to the committee for further review, Chris will take back the following suggestions back to the subcommittee:

· Use the DEI Framework to check the current CPL requirements (12 non-CPL credits/3 credit threshold) and the remaining policy and the procedure.  
· Follow up on David Plotkin’s request to consult the Council for Adult and Experiential Learning about credit thresholds.
· Check if the State has adopted the NWCCU CPL standard recommendations.
· Bring back with two possible changes:
· Insert that CPL credits may not be transferable
· The recommendations on the current CPL credit requirements as mentioned earlier.  

ISP 360P Credit for Prior Learning (CPL) Procedure – As a result of the CAEL grant, there were significant changes to the CPL process.  The DocuSign application streamlined the process the college has used, so Chris decided to rewrite the procedure with the help of Melissa Padron.  Registration had a successful pilot with the TAPS division’s help to navigate through the necessary steps and required approvals using DocuSign.  Students initiate the form, the document automatically advances to the next approver, the form moves to Course Scheduling to get the section built, and then it goes to Registration where the student is notified to pay the fees related to the CPL.  The new process is available now.  Registration has submitted a request to College Relations and Marketing to update the webpages, but if you are interested to see how the new process works it is available now.  The committee recommended including the following information to provide clarity.  The college has a separate process that it follows to award college credit for exams like AP, IB, CLEP, and DSST.  Students must submit their exam scores to Graduation Services for evaluation.  If the credit is applicable, it will be granted and subsequently added to the individual's transcript.  

ISP 491 Residency Requirements for Graduation Policy – Sarah brought forward her progress with the committee.  She had asked Lisa Nielson of Skills Development how students on the adult high school diploma plan meet residency requirements at the college.  Suggestions were shared to include language within the policy that specifies how these students meet the requirements.  The subcommittee will continue their review and come back when they are ready to share the edits.
