	Posthumous Degree – Jennifer Anderson provided an update on the inquiry into awarding posthumous degrees, following the passing of a horticulture student. The institution currently lacks policies for this, and no clear examples were found at other institutions. The complexity of creating criteria for both posthumous and honorary degrees was noted, requiring broader institutional discussions possibly involving the Board.  There is no immediate demand for a posthumous degree policy, prompting the question of its priority. Sue Goff suggested addressing this within the context of an honorary degree policy. Tory Blackwell and DW Wood supported keeping the issue on the agenda for future consideration.  The committee agreed to table the discussion, adding it to the "tickler file" for future review, likely as part of an honorary degree policy, once new governance structures are in place. The topic will be revisited next academic year, considering governance developments.

	2024-25 ISP Committee Membership – Sue Goff initiated the discussion on the current membership and the future of the committee under the new shared governance structure.  Sue Goff mentioned that the committee is likely to reside under the Teaching and Learning Council in the new shared governance model.  The committee's role in policy review and development is expected to continue, though the specific processes, such as how policies are read and approved, may change.  The committee identified a need to recruit additional members, particularly from the TAPS Division.  Sue will coordinate to identify potential members to fill the vacant positions.  Participation from student representatives has been inconsistent. The committee acknowledged the importance of student input and will continue efforts to involve students.  The committee discussed the uncertainties surrounding how it will integrate with the new shared governance structure, particularly in relation to other councils and committees.
