Multiple Degrees and Certificates of Completion Policy

PURPOSE

Establishes regulation and conditions for awarding multiple associate degrees and/or certificates of completion.
SUMMARY

A student may earn multiple or subsequent associate degrees and/or certificates of completion.
STANDARD
1. Multiple degrees/certificates may be earned.   
2.	Students must satisfy all the requirements for each degree or certificate. Individual courses may count towards more than one degree.
3. 	Students cannot receive two degrees or certificates with the same title (e.g. cannot receive two Associate of Oregon Transfer degrees or two Associate of Science degrees with the same concentration.)  Exceptions: the Employment Skills Training and Occupational Skills Training certificates. 	
4.	The student must request each award earned through the application for graduation. Students can work with their advisor to determine eligibility of additional awards.. 
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
