PURPOSE

Establishes the steps requiredrequirements for all new programsprogram creation.  defined as degrees  and certificates, and Associate of Science Area of Emphasis. Programs are defined as CTE degrees (ex: AAS or AAS Option), certificates (ex: Career Pathway Certificate, One-year Certificate), and transfer degrees (AS, AAT, AST). 

SUMMARY

Described below areis the program approval process standards for all new degrees and certificates and Associate of Science Area of Emphasisprograms.  All new programs must be approved by Curriculum Committee, CCC Board of Education, the Office of Community Colleges and Workforce Development (CCWD), and the Northwest Commission on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU).  
STANDARD
A) New programs require Curriculum Office, Department Chair, Dean, Curriculum Committee, Clackamas Community College (CCC) Board of Education, Coomunity Colleges and Workforce Development (CCWD)/Higher Education Coordinating Commission (HECC), and Noethwest Commission on Colleges and Universities (NWCCU) approval. Departments are required to gain approval from the Division Dean for all new programs prior to notifying the Curriculum Office.  In addition, new CTE program proposals must be reviewed and endorsed by the appropriate Advisory Committee
B) New program proposals are tracked through the Program Management system.
C) All newNew programs must meet all  requiredCCC, CCWD/HECC and/or accreditation NWCCU requirements.
D) All nNew Associate of Science Area of Emphasis proposals must include documentation of agreement with the partnering institution including a, CCC course equivalency., and a new program form
E) The Curriculum Office is responsible for updating CCWD/HECC and NWCCU about new programs proposals.
F) The Curriculum Office is responsible for communicating NWCCU new program approvals to Graduation Services and Financial Aid.

G) All new CTE program proposals, except for Career Pathway Certificates, must include a notice of application (except for AAS Options), labor market information (except for AAS Options and Business & Industry AAS degrees), CCWD CTE program of study application, and a new program form	Comment by Megan Feagles: This is covered already when we say that new programs must meet required CCWD standards
H) Career Pathway Certificate program proposals must include a Notice of Application, CCWD CTE Program Amendment Form, career pathway roadmap, and a new program form.	Comment by Megan Feagles: This is covered already when we say that new programs must meet required CCWD standards
I) Programs that have been inactive for more than three years must complete the new program approval process in order them to be offered again	Comment by Megan Feagles: This doesn’t belong in this ISP right? this is program reactivation.
J) The Curriculum Office will be responsible for updating Colleague, CCWD, and NWCCU about newly approved programsThe Department Chair and Dean are responsible for reviewing content of the program proposal.
