	Decisions/Outcomes/Recommendations Made in Past Year:

	Current and Future Issues:
Focus for the 2007-2008 year will be smoking on campus. OCCWD sponsored a survey that is representational of all community colleges in the stats and favors an out-right ban on campus smoking by 2010. CUDC has determined that the current practice of designating non-smoking areas is no longer enforceable and that transitioning to designated smoking areas on campus will be more consistent with the survey data reviewed.

CUDC will also be monitoring improvements on the campuses including the on-going construction of the new Harmony facility.
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
